Recital 2009 Checklist!








pack anything that could cause a costume to get stained or dirty.


 Remember not to bring any food or drink other that bottled water into the facility.


Encourage your dancer to practice the recital dances at home and in the dressing room at recital!


Encourage your dancer to smile and have fun on stage!  They have worked so hard and deserve to feel like a true star during these special performances!





Here’s a checklist to help your dancer get ready for the big show!


Label all costumes, tights, accessories and shoes!


Stage Make-up – we recommend concealer or base, powder, blush, eye-liner, eye shadow, mascara, red or darker lipstick.  We don’t want your dancer ‘s face to get washed out by the lights!


Hair – ask your dancer’s teacher how their hair should be for each dance.  Ballet is usually in a bun and tap and jazz is usually in a pony tail or away from the face.  We recommend that you pin back bangs.  Dancer’s bangs can cast a dark shadow over the face on stage.


Pack an emergency kit with bobby pins, safety pins, needle and thread, tide stain remover stick, hairprary, etc.


Pack an activity bag to help keep your dancer occupied in the dressing room between dances.   Remember not to
